With that being said, here are a few things your child will need for school: 
 
Items Needed: 
  1 regular sized backpack to carry home folder and projects we do in 

school.  *No backpacks with wheels please! (Label with first and last name on top of bag 
or inside of bag near the top—someplace easily visible.) 

 Lunch box (if bringing lunch from home, again label with your child’s name) 
 Sneakers (needed for PE and recess) 
 A change of clothing (including socks and underwear) in a Ziploc bag in case of accidents! 

(Label Ziploc bag with your child’s first and last name.)

**You will want to purchase crayons, pencils, markers, glue, kid friendly scissors, paper, Play-Doh, etc… 
to keep at home.  Having a variety of materials available for your child to use at home during free play is 
important as they explore and learn. 
 
Other items to donate- pick one item (this is optional): 
Plain wooden clothes pins, white paper bags (lunch size), wet wipes, plain white generic paper 
plates (small or regular size-we use these a lot for projects), zip loc bags (gallon, sandwich, or 
snack size), wiggle eyes, stickers, scrap book paper or pip-squeaks markers (they are the small 
thin markers that are little for little hands ).
